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PART I.  GENERAL EXPECTATIONS 

KARNES CITY ISD agrees to implement the following statutory requirements: 

□ KARNES CITY ISD will put into operation programs, activities and procedures for the involvement
of parents in all of its schools with Title I, Part A programs, consistent with section 1118 of the
Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA).   Those programs, activities and procedures will 
be planned and operated with meaningful consultation with parents of participating children.

□ Consistent with section 1118, KARNES CITY ISD will work with Karnes City Primary, RES
Elementary, Karnes City Junior High to ensure that the required school-level parental involvement
policies meet the requirements of section 1118(b) of the ESEA, and each include, as a component,
a school-parent compact consistent with section 1118(d) of the ESEA.

C. KARNES CITY ISD will, with the assistance of its schools and parents, educate its
teachers, pupil services personnel, principals and other staff, in how to reach out to,
communicate with, and work with parents as equal partners, in the value and utility of
contributions of parents, and in how to implement and coordinate parent programs and
build ties between parents and schools, by:

□ Campus staff will be trained annually to educate staff in how to communicate and
work with parents as equal partners in the education of their students/children.
