"This a r t i c l e i s neither a primer on 

the use of dmgs nor a mojralistic l e c ­
ture." I t s simply a statement of fact. 
The reality of addiction as the d^rad-
ation of the body and s p i r i t . I t I s 
brutaliaing and uncompromising. There 
i s no glory in being so sick the body 
shakes, the pain inside screeches as i f 
to pull one's guts inside out, ¥hen 
the clouded, gliding dream state of the 
addict wears off aid he comes down to 
rest, i t i s usually with a crash. Far 
from settling the problems of mankind, 
the seeming intimacy of a t r i p i s r e a l ­
ly a race to destruction. 

There was a kid in a Long Island 
suburb who thought i t would be a big 
joke to grow aarijtiana in his back 
yard. Some sense of humort ' The fact 
i s , there are millions of adults who 
have rationalised taking pot, as of the 
whole idea was something new. Around 
the world the use of drugs, including 
marijuana, hashish, the amphetamines 
and LSD has moved nearly twenty n i l l l o n 
along the road towards the greatest 
crackup in the history of man. 

Taking drugs i s no Arabian nights 
romance with luscious broads swinging 
their hips as the acrid scent of nar­
cotic smoke swirls about. I t i s a vl« 
clous trap that closes you in with more 
problems than you can handle. F i r s t , 
the stuff doesn't cone cheap. I f you 
don't have the dough, you can hock your 
typewriter, or your clothes give blood, 
beg, steal, or borrow. 

Whatever the reasons given for leg­
alizing marijuana, the end result would 
be an opening into using hard stuff. 
Just because gambling i s legalized at 
the tracks, there's no law that s u ^ -
ests that a guy has to limit his bets 
to what he can afford. There's no law 
on the books that w i l l prevent him from 
gambling away his rent and food money. 

I f you are willing to suffer the wild 
flashes tliat come long after an LSD 
t r i p has been thoiight complete, or for 
brutalizing hallucinations, or for r i s ­
ing high and falling fast, or for trad­
ing a S B ^ l l moment of disassociation 
from reality for months and years of 
useless, mentally vacant living—go a-
head. 

The hallucinations that co?ne from 
heroin and hashish are experienced by 
the intelligent and the stupid alike, 
by the intellectuals and the fools. 
The hypodermic can k i l l regaidless of 
class or financial position. Panic i s 
very likely when the effects wear off. 
I t doesn't take much to get you start­
ed. I f hours of mental wandering are 
what you want, where time and space 
c l a i ^ , where violence i s peace and cpa *̂̂  
shing sounds are so overwhelming that 
reality i s like being attacked to the 
clapper of a world-sized gong, smash­
ing against the sides endlessly—then 
go strap yourself to i t s sides forever. 

While i t takes marijuana a few min­
utes to get you started, an Injection 
into the bloodstream of "H" can start 
you almost immediately. 

But the scene i s one of mixed-up va­
lues. In spite of those who have clam­
ored for free use of drugs, and for 
"mind expansion" as signs of a free 
society, drugs are neither free nor ex­
panding, in the long run. There are 
those who suggest that any Individual 
has the right to do to his body and 
mind whatever he wants.. Thoy follow 
through by suggesting that the taking 
of drugs i s a personal matter.

Whether we like i t or not, the tak­
ing of drugs simply does not remain 
private. How one wants t? look or 
dress or act, can not be separated from 
the rest of society and I t s customsi i t 
just doesn't work out that way. Taking 
drugs i s l i f e cut off from reality 
but man, reality i s what l i f e i s .
